Huck Finn (Mark Twain; 1884) Group Project 
Grading: 50 points
Choice of Video Scene Adaptation OR Classroom Lesson Plan
Directions: Choose groups of 3-5 students. Read through both assignments below. Determine which assignment your group would like to complete (take into account that you will have 3 class days to work on this task before presenting to the class). Split the assignment up into parts you will need to complete before the due date. Delegate a role for each person in the group. Come up with a plan and timeline.

CHOICE 1: VIDEO SCENE ADAPTATION 
Format: 
· Script of new scene (10 pts)
· Introduction (first 30 seconds of film) listing in text/graphic and audio your names, class, school, date, explanation of the context of the new scene and its target of satire (10 pts)
· 3-5 minute video (link to youtube as unlisted)  (30 pts)
Imagine that you are auditioning for a Master of Fine Arts program in theater at Northwestern. Your group will be assigned one of the following scenes from Huck Finn (or you may choose your own scene). Together, you are to re-imagine the scene and stage it as it might be portrayed for a contemporary audience and by contemporary actors. The main characters should maintain their own traits and flaws and relations to each other, but the time period, dress, race, professions, for example, of the characters, may differ from those in the original text. Also, if you would like, you might change the plot a little and get to the same target of satire (the hypocrisy or corruption implicit in wealth, success, social position, and conventional religion). Feel free to condense or expand upon parts of the scene as needed. Translate the language of the scene into contemporary English vernacular (you may utilize a vocabulary or accent specific to a region and class of the U.S. but make sure you have a clear reason for doing so). Consider in what physical area your play and scene will be set. Stage the scene, determining where the actors will stand/sit/etc. in relationship to each other and what props they will use. Think about lighting and background music/noise. Your video should be no longer than 5 minutes and include an introduction explaining your choices for the setting/alterations (see above) and film of the new scene.
Example:
SCENE 1: Child abuse—Pap does not love Huck but wants him for his money  
Characters: Pap/Huck
Target of satire: self-centeredness/greed/parents having children to further their own wealth/success
Modern take: A parent wanting her child to go to Harvard primarily so that she could brag to friends about it.


CHOICE 2:  HUCK LESSON PLAN
If you think you may have trouble making a video, this choice is for you! Look at the lesson plans at the following site: http://issuu.com/steppenwolftheatre/docs/huck-finn-study-guide2. Choose one lesson from this Huck guide (1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, or 7)—no two groups in one class can cover the same lesson. 
Format: 
· In a power point presentation or prezi summarize all the information in the Steppenwolf Huck lesson plan chapter with visuals, text, and graphics (10 pts)
· Present this information in an engaging 3-5 minute presentation to the class during which you make eye contact and field questions (10 pts)
· Use the lesson plan provided in the Steppenwolf chapter, or create your own lesson plan to conduct an interactive group project with the class that is 15-20 minutes. Provide some method of testing students’ understanding of the material you presented—this assessment can be oral or written but should be evaluated by your group and submitted to me (20 pts).
