Counts as portion of Semester Exam (along with critical reading section)
Formatting:
1. Do you have at least 4 pictures—title/dream essay/song of myself/conclusion
2. Do you have titles that are readable for EACH work?
3. Do you have a theme and essential question that are MORE specific than just “the American Dream”?
4. Are all your essays embedded as docs with the square box in the top right corner for expanding unhidden by the top arrows?
5. Are all of your essays FREE OF GRAMMAR ERRORS?
6. Do you have a video embedded?
7. Are your pieces in the order of the recipe ingredients listed below?
8. Do you have the embedded transcript of a meaningful interview--on your essential question--with a teacher, family member, or friend (with at least 5 questions)?

Recipe Ingredients:
1. Your name, period, class, teacher AND a picture of YOU

2. A title, essential question, AND image (unique and specific to YOUR portfolio) that connects to our main question: What is the American Dream?  (For instance: HOPE (title); Is the dream a positive, motivating factor even if it is not achievable for everyone?)

3. An introduction discussing your essential question and introducing the pieces in your portfolio (@500words)

4. An analysis of Summer Reading connecting to your essential question—can be from your oral or written report (@100 words)

5. Your Dream Essay AND image—use peer editing questions for guidance: eliminate fluff words; add at least 4 vivid, sensory verbs; add an engaging attention grabber; eliminate vague parts and correct all grammar errors

6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Video (choice of Huck group, your poem/song project recorded, or other)

7. Excerpt from Scarlet Letter Essay connecting to your essential question (@100 words)

8. Song of Myself Poem (see assignment for details)

9. An analysis of Survivor connecting to your essential question— (@100 words)


10. Interview (5 questions about your topic/essential question and responses from a parent, friend, sibling, etc..)

11. Conclusion—discuss your growth as a writer; have you taken advantage of all rewrite opportunities? In which of the six categories (voice, idea development, sentence fluency, conventions/grammar, organization, word choice) are you strongest?  In which are you weakest? Explain using references from these pieces of your work.  What is your plan for improvement in these areas during second semester? Finally, sum up your ideas on your own unique essential question) (@500 words
